Hi Robin,

It was good to see you mentioned in the article on the Parkway and your letter to the editor.  After reading the two pieces I filled out the survey.  I use the Parkway every day to cycle north and south thru Bend.  I did not see any detailed plans on how cycling will be improved on the Parkway.  The red cycling lanes, because of the heavy traffic on the Parkway, are extremely dangerous but the pedestrian path is very helpful.  Cyclists use it regularly although pedestrians rarely use do because of the heavy pollution and noise.  This existing pedestrian path should be upgraded to a cycle path, but there was nowhere on any of the forms to include data like that.

There are a couple dangerous traffic crossing points for cyclists -especially the southbound exit ramp at Reed Market Road.  Even though there is a sign warning drivers of a cycle crossing, the pedestrian crossing is unmarked on the street, so drivers never slow down.  The pedestrian crossing is on a right hand exit curve making it even more dangerous since drivers are often traveling too fast for the exit.  A short term safety item would be 1.)  a painted crosswalk and 2.) a pedestrian crossing blinking light such is as is now in use at Reed Lane (which I NEVER use because, even with the blinking light, I see people speeding thru in the fast lane).
